Mirror drawing

The aim of this activity is to show how difficult it is to control your pencil when you can only see in a mirror!

You will need:  a small handbag mirror, some plasticine, a few copies of the star templates (see below), a pencil, a small (A5) piece of cardboard, and a stopclock.

1. Use the plasticine to stick your mirror upright to the desk in front of you.

2. Poke a hole in the card and stick your pencil through the middle.

3. Put a copy of the star down in front of the mirror, and position your pencil so that the card blocks your view of the star – and you can ONLY see it by looking in the mirror.

4. Now try to draw around between the lines.  If you make a mistake go back and try again!

5. If you like, you can time yourself to see if you improve with practice.

6. For a real challenge, try using your other hand (e.g. left hand if you are right handed).
